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1. Introduction  

This document reports on the main activities and conclusions within the 3rd round of Agricultural

component of the German-Chinese Agricultural Center (DCZ). Project authorities are the Ministry of 
Agriculture of the Peoples Republic of China (MoA) in Beijing and the German Ministry of Food and 
Agriculture (BMEL). DCZ is implemented by the German Corporation for International Cooperation 
(GIZ) and the Chinese Foreign Economic Cooperation Center (FECC). 

The Agricultural Policy Dialogue is one of the main components of DCZ. Its Project Steering

the subject of agricultural sustainability with focus on organic residue utilization was covered. In July 
2016, MoA representatives under the lead of Mr. Zhang Tianzuo (DG, Dept. of Sectoral Policy and 
Law, MoA) paid a visit to Brussels and Berlin to learn about direct payments, one of the instruments 
the European Common Agricultural Policy (CAP). 

For the support of the overall APD activities in 2017, including the organization of the study tour to 
Germany, GIZ contracted Prof. Dr. Reiner Doluschitz and Dr. Heinrich Hagel. The main tasks were the 
preparation visit to Beijing in May 2017, the organisational arrangements of the study tour, and the 
support for the final workshop in Beijing in August 2017. For the Netherlands part of the study tour, 
GIZ entered into a small contract with Mr. Rutger Kuiper to prepare the necessary subject-matter and 
organisational arrangements and to guide the delegation during these two days. 

Dr. Hagel conducted the preparation visit to partner institutions in Beijing (CAAS, DCZ, and FECC) on 
9-13 May (see also Chapter 4 and Annex 6 and 7). The main objectives of the visit are listed in 
Chapter 4. The study tour included six representatives of MoA and CAAS and took place in June 2017, 
visiting the Netherlands on 18 and 19 June, before travelling to the main program in Germany from 
20-24 June. Delegation leader from the Chinese side was Mr. Zhao Changbao (Dy. Director General, 
Dept. of Sectoral Policy and Law, MoA) and Dr. Dietrich Guth (DCZ Political Director) from the 
German side. 

The final workshop took place on August 17, 2017. Dr. Guth, Prof. Dr. Doluschitz, and Dr. Hagel 
travelled to Beijing from 15-20 August to participate in the final preparation activities and the 
workshop, and to discuss the outcome of the APD. A protocol of the activities in August can be found 
in Annex 8, the program of the workshop in Annex 9.

3. Purpose of the study tour  

China historically had taxed its agricultural sector. From the early 2000 years China successively 
introduced different support policies. Despite that the level of agricultural support has stabilized in 
recent years, the Total Support Estimate (TSE)1 still reached 2.4% of gross domestic product (GDP) in 
2014-2016, thus surpassing the OECD average level by about four times. Domestic food prices 
exceeded world market prices by 13% (OECD, Agricultural Policy Monitoring and Evaluation 2017). 
Agricultural policy has to justify the high expenditures in view of budget, production, rural income, 
environmental effects and efficient administration. 

The overall objective of the 3rd APD was the acquisition of a comprehensive understanding of the 
subsidy system in the EU, and in Germany in particular. Elements of Chinese interest were 
information on available budgets, income effects, production, effects on sustainability goals and 
efficient administration. Thus, the study tour included visits to relevant institutions from national 
level to farm level. The delegation received first-hand information from experts in the fields of policy

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making (federal national ministry), policy implementation and administration (state ministry

The short visit to the Netherlands was more or less left open, but was sought to be arranged as such 
that it would be in line with the general aims of the study tour, adding some practical example(s) of

their tasks and occupations, and learning about subsidy tools available for the Dutch agriculture 
sector. 

4. Preparation visit in Beijing  

Main objectives of the preparation visit of Dr. Hagel to Beijing was to participate in a preparatory 
meeting with the Chinese delegates and additional experts, as well as to get an overview of the 
current Chinese subsidy system, including its underlying policies and the main challenges. The 
protocol of the activities can be found in Annex 6, the program of the preparatory meeting is in 
Annex 7. 

The preparatory meeting aimed at getting to know the delegates of the study tour, provide first 
information on the CAP (00. German_Agriculture_CAP_final.pdf), and identify preferences in regards 
to designing the study tour programme. Visiting several institutions and national experts aimed at 
gaining an understanding about the Chinese agricultural support system. For this purpose, a 
qualitative research approach, expert interviews, was chosen. The relevance of the chosen topic

expenses and mainly amber box measures. Due to the common background of Chinese agricultural 
support policy ς the objective to achieve (quantitative) food security ς knowledge on the historical 
development and actual measures of EU CAP seemed to be a valuable resource for Chinese decision 
makers in the field of agricultural policy. 

5. Arrangements made for the study tour  

Taking into consideration the limited time of the visit and the difficult time of arrival of the guests 
(Sunday morning at 05:00 a.m.), the possibility of lodging became a factor to be considered. A hotel 
was booked close to Schiphol Airport and the Monday program was scheduled in the vicinity of 
Amsterdam. 

Mr. Kuiper himself had no particular expertise on high-tech greenhouse cultivation as practiced in 
the Netherlands. To arrange for such expertise, the assistance was sought and obtained of Mr. Niek 
Botden, independent expert of the Cooperative HollandDoor, to select suitable firms for visits and to 
give the technical and organizational introduction on the operation of these farms. An appointment 
was made with a representative of the Dutch Farmers Organisation: LTO (Land- en Tuinbouw 
Organisatie), Mr. Klaas Johan Osinga, to arrange for a presentation on the functioning of the interest 
representation of Dutch agriculture and farming. A program for the visit was made for the two days, 
taking into account the suggestions and wishes of Mr. Conrad Hoyos and his Beijing office and the 
suggestions/requirements of Mr. Botden and Mr. Osinga. 

The part of the study tour in Germany consisted of three main parts, which all needed specific

specific requirements considering the study tour could be identified and previously-determined 
topics during direct discussions with MoA were adapted. Those topics were clustered by the most 
relevant institution or stakeholder groups and finally suggested to the respective contact person. The

Hoyos and Dr. Hagel suggested specific topics for presentations, and Mr. Huckert and Dr. Guth 
identified key persons within the ministry. All arrangements were made in permanent reciprocal 
exchange with Conrad Hoyos and Dr. Heinrich Hagel.

Rural Areas. Contact to MoE was established by DCZ expert Prof. Dr. Reiner Doluschitz. Similar to the

Mr. Groß identified the most suitable officials in the ministry to address those issues. Due to the 
small size of Saarland, MoE includes lower authorities, which are responsible for the everyday policy 
implementation, such as the monitoring and evaluation of application for direct payments. Thus, no 
additional authorities had to be contacted to cover further issues. Mr. Groß also suggested suitable 
farms to get on-site information on benefits and challenges, which farmers are facing with the EU 
CAP. Accommodation and a cultural program in Saarland State were organized, ŦƻƭƭƻǿƛƴƎ aǊΦ DǊƻǖΩ 
recommendations. 

For the expert roundtable, Mr. Hoyos arranged a meeting room at the German Agricultural Society 
(DLG). Dr. Hagel invited the experts and defined the discussion framework in close communication 
with Mr. Hoyos. As senior expert, Dr. Guth moderated the round table discussion.  

Considering the logistics, Dr. Hagel and Dr. Guth identified hotels and restaurants nearby visited 
institutions. In Saarland, restaurants were recommended and reserved by Mr. Groß in accordance 
with Dr. Hagel. Visited farms were selected by a) suitability concerning the purpose of the study tour 
and b) suitable location. The bus and hotels were reserved and paid by GIZ ID. Dr. Guth and Dr. Hagel 
were responsible for the reservation of restaurants. Dr. Hagel was in charge of all payments of 
restaurant and the cultural program in Germany, coordinated by GIZ ID. Due to the limited time of 
the visit, the main challenge was to find appropriate, authentic, and economical accommodations 
and restaurants, which did not require additional logistical efforts. All details, such as 24h reception, 
hospitality, distances, and also the driving and resting time of the driver had to be considered. 

6. Issues chosen and study tour programme  

The issues selected for the guests were the following: 

Sunday  
18-16: 

Visit of the Kinderdijk, UNESCO World Heritage site, displaying the development of 
Dutch polder water management during the centuries 

Monday  
19-6:   

The flower and plants auction at Aalsmeer, followed by visiting two highly 
innovative greenhouse farms, one of pot plans production (roses) and one on 
vegetable production (sweet pepper). These visits were followed again by a visit to

20-6: 

BMEL, Bonn, first-hand information on history, actual structure, and terms and 
conditions of CAP 

Wednesday 
21-6: 

Visit of MoE, Saarbrücken, to retrieve detailed information on the implementation 
of CAP on the administrative level. In addition, open discussion with one

Friday  
23-6:  

Round table at DLG in Frankfurt with experts from associations, science, policy, and 
the business sector to discuss possibilities of stakeholder influence on political 
decision making. In the afternoon visit of Raiffeisen Waren-Zentrale RWZ, 
Friedberg, a purchasing and marketing cooperative for farmers to illustrate the 
actual role of cooperatives in Germany for general agricultural production. 

Saturday  
24-6: 

Cultural program, including wine testing, and departure. 

As mentioned above, the delegation wanted to get a comprehensive overview on CAP. Therefore, 
they aimed at getting in touch with authentic actors and decision makers including institutions, farms, 
and further relevant stakeholders to receive first hand impressions. The following topics were 
identified: 

a) The political reasoning and historic evolution of agricultural support policy  
b) Policy framework, such as legal basis, institutions and budget provisions  
c) Conformity with WTO rules sucƘ ŀǎ άōƭǳŜΣ ŀƳōŜǊ ŀƴŘ ƎǊŜŜƴ ōƻȄέ ƳŜŀǎǳǊŜǎ 
d) Implementation and administration: rules, procedures and problems  
e) Effects of support policy on production, farm management and farm income; 

overview on farm income, costs and profits.  
f) Monitoring, supervision and sanctions  
g) Ex-ante and ex-post evaluation  
h) Trends, challenges and future development of CAP 
i) Views of research institutions and agricultural associations  
j) Critical voices of civil society concerning agricultural support policy 

To address these topics, the delegates were interested to meet experts at institutions at national and 
state level, family farms and farm enterprises, agricultural associations, civil society actors, research 
institutions, and service providers.  

In the NL, an agricultural organization like the LTO was visited to obtain insight in its organization, its 
functioning and its role in national and regional decision-making. In addition, the delegation was 
interested in support mechanisms to agriculture in NL, such as Direct Payments and other national 
forms of subsidy provision. It was understood that there is room for improvement of the effectivity 
of subsidy provision in the PRC. 

In Germany, BMEL and MoE represented institutions at national and state level, whereas MoE also

association, farm visits, and the round table completed the selection of experts. The detailed 
program for the study tour is in Annex 1. 

7. Visits and meetings during the study tour  

7.1. Kinderdijk, Sunday, 18 June 

On Sunday, 18 June, in an educational/ touristic trip, the windmill complex Kinderdijk in the 
Alblasserwaard was visited, approx. 25 south-west of Rotterdam, a UNESCO World Heritage Site 
since 1997. The location Elshout in Kinderdijk is the lowest location in the Alblasserwaard (a polder of 
now about 24.000 ha). From about the year 1.350 until today, Elshout has been the drainage outlet 
location of the polder. The drainage requirements have increased continually since the start of the 
reclamation of the polder in about 1.100, due to the lowering ground levels and the increased river 
levels. 
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The lay-out of the dewatering system seems complex, but is logical when one considers the 
subsequent developments and the increasing drainage requirements matched by simultaneous 
increasing technical possibilities. Topics touched were a.o. (in general terms) 

- The methods of land parcellation during the reclamation, 

- The problems and risks of dewatering of peat soils, 

- The development of polder dewatering techniques through the centuries, 

- The use of dykes, sluices and windmills in a drainage system (one windmill was visited), 

- The use of pumping stations, first steam-powered and later diesel and electrical powered, 
and the democratic governance of the polders and other areas threatened by sea or rivers by 
already sophisticated Water Boards. 

7.2. Visits and meetings on Monday, 19 June 

The visits to the flower and plants auction in Aalsmeer and the visits to the two greenhouse farms 
were guided by Mr. Niek Botden, member of the Cooperative of HollandDoor. He is specialist in 
these fields. 

7.2.1. Flower and potplant auction Aalsmeer 

The visit to the Flora Holland Auction was spectacular. It is by far the largest such auction house in 
the world, with its annual turnover of more than 4.6 billion Euros a year. As a fact, 50% of the world 
trade of flowers runs through the Netherlands. Its management is amazing and extremely organized 
and punctual. It must be, because fresh flowers are a commodity that permits no delays. Flowers 
delivered at the auction are on their way again around noon. Almost 3.000 staff takes care of quick 
and precise handling of 11.000 trollies per day from 50.000 sales transactions that happen in 2 hours 
every morning. The auction gets supplies from over 50 countries (from 2500 suppliers) whereas 90% 
of the flowers are exported again to 120 countries through more than 1500 buyers and traders. Since 
flowers are a high value product, transportation costs only account of 1 % of total costs.  

Fascinating was watching the auction clocks and the traders sitting behind their computers, reacting 
in terms of seconds. These days many traders participate not from the premises, but from home or 
office behind their computers. The well-known images of the many traders watching the clock may 
well disappear in the near future, and all trading will be done online. 

It was obvious that the Chinese officials were quite interested, as was illustrated by their many 
questions. E.g. there is no supplier of flowers from China at this moment, since the Chinese domestic 
market for flowers is huge enough; the transport costs would in that case be too high. Instead, China 
is even a big importer of flowers organised through middlemen.  

Interesting to mention is that the Auction helped to set-up the exact facilities (but smaller in size) in 
Kunming, China.  

Other aspects covered:  
- The auction is organised as a cooperative, thus non-profit oriented. The farmers pay a fixed 

commission rate and extra services as a percentage of supply are invoiced directly. Farmers 
receive a sure average auctions price for their products weekly. A sophisticated financial 
system supports the transactions.

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7.2.2. HPD Potplanten, part of Vireo pot-roses  

In this greenhouse firm roses are cultivated for (mostly) the international market. Although pot-plant 
cultivation is still a labour intensive activity, it became clear that automation and digitalisation is 
significant. Robots have been introduced for the process of taking of cuttings of parent-plants to 
realize vegetative propagation. As compared to taking cuttings and planting by hand (which is still 
done as well for certain varieties) the working efficiency is increased amazingly. The cultivation

The production capacity is kept at 90% all year round, since cutting material is always needed, but 
there are only a few main sales peeks for roses. To fill the requirements of labour, Dutch but 
particularly foreign people are employed, many of whom return the next year again during the main 
sales season.

utilization of space (e.g. 2 level productions). Direct marking channels are preferred (e.g. there are 
even buyers in Iran and Irak), only minimum quantities are sold through auction houses.  

7.2.3. Duijnisveld ɀ pepper plant 

This firm cultivates sweet pepper ς paprika ς for the NL and international market. With 9 ha of 
greenhouse it is a large company, and with a forthcoming merge, it will even double its assets. 
Production is innovative. The production circle is focused on maximum re-use of inputs and on 
biological combat of pests and diseases. Transportation is highly automated, making use of 
automatically guided vehicles.  

The plants do not root in soil but in packs of fibre, produced from stone. Water is supplied by a trickle 
system and drainage water is recycled. The production is in fact biological, be it that plants are not 
rooting in soil, which is an EU requirement for biological production. A higher level of CO2 pushed 
into the GHs and derived from an electric production plant (4000 surrounding households are 
delivered with electricity) promotes further plant growth. The growth and harvest processes can be 
followed in detail. 

Number of employees is varying between 12 and 25, depending on the season. Seasonal labour is 
also here mostly Polish, but also other nationalities are employed. 

Chinese interest: The marketing of pepper is outsourced to a cooperative. Apart from the standard 
insurances (against hail etc.) the company is also insured against software hacking, since there whole 
production cycle is automatized and depends on computers. There are no direct payments to the GH, 
but support can be obtained if a specific investment is made into e.g. an energy saving equipment or 
if the investment improves labour conditions. These are second pillar CAP measure and co-financed 
only.  

7.2.4. LTO and Agriterra 

In the afternoon, a visit was paid to Arnhem. The group was welcomed by Mr. Klaas Johan Osinga 
(LTO), Mrs. Gabriela Versteeg and Mr. Niek Thijssen (both Agriterra). Mr. Osinga presented the 
significance and functioning of the LTO (Agriculture and Horticulture organization) in the Netherlands.

The CAP (the EU Common Agricultural Policy) arrangements were touched as well, but lightly, since 
this issue would receive ample attention in Germany. Still, government subsidies available in the 
Netherlands were discussed. These comprise mostly investments subsidies, usually in the form of co-
financing (that is, granting subsidy is dependent on investment by the farmer himself). The EU Direct 
Payment arrangements are applied, but play a less significant role in high intensive production. 
Bureaucratic hurdles were mentioned, but it did not really become clear which exactly the 
constraining factors are. 

Currently LTO pushes discussions of the next CAP phase beyond 2020. Farmers in the future are more 
exposed to liberalisation and increased competition, moving away from support policies. This means

Making acquaintance with Agriterra was interesting. Agriterra is an organization that was founded by 
the joint Dutch agri-business oriented cooperatives with the purpose to fight poverty overseas 
through cooperatives development. Their services include advice, training (on operational and 
financial management) and exchange of experts. Agriterra - unsurprisingly a cooperative itself ς has 
LTO is one of its members. The presentation given will be sent later to the participants. 

Since 2011 Agriterras services are requested in China. Provincial government authorities in China 
select a Chinese partner cooperative and fully fund Agriterras project services (e.g. staff out of 
Agriterras so called Agripool of cooperative experts in NL).

The program at BMEL was moderated by Mr. Huckert from BMEL together 
with Dr. Guth. All presentations held that day are available in pdf format. 

After welcome notes from Mr. Friedrich Wacker, Deputy Director General, 
International Cooperation, World Nutrition of BMEL, and Mr. Zhang 
Changbao, Deputy Director General, Department of Sectoral Policy and Law, 
MoA, the presentations according to the program were held.

China is an important strategic partner of Germany, especially during the next WTO negotiations.   

Mr. Zhang Changbao underlined the interest in in-depth understanding of the political instruments of 
CAP. A special focus was on the flexibility and regional adaptability of market conform agricultural 
policies.

CAP has its background in the post-WWII famine and primarily aimed at ensuring food security after 
US had financed food aid in Europe until 1952. The foundation of the European Economic Community 
(EEC) also aimed at stronger control of Germany by the neighbouring states. First policy instruments 
(price support by intervention prices, skimming off, and export subsidies) in combination with

increased productivity lead to an overproduction of agricultural commodities. To ensure world 
market access after agricultural support policy became subject to WTO regulations, the actual CAP 
consisting of two pillars was established step-wise.

Č Goertz: Maximum 1% of national GDP should be transferred to EU. Every member 

state and ministry has its own requirements. In general, migration, border control, 
and terrorism may be important issues during the next negotiations. An EU budget 
priority shift will affect CAP, facing lower funds in the future. Decisions on EU policies 
will be made by the heads of governments and the memberstates.

In the bus, the group discussed about side effects of different subsidies. Dr.. Guth explained that, for 
instance, storage in low price periods also favored storekeepers, or decoupled direct payments favor 
rent seeking behavior of landowners. Until now, there is no 100% perfect system.  

As for farmers, they favor the easiest and most effortless way of receiving support (the best without 
any additional requirements). Saarland wants to increase the organic farming area from 16% to 25%

in the next years. Thus non-organic farmers in Saarland fear a redistribution of funds and that they 
might get paid less in the future. 

7.5. Visits and meeting on Thursday, 22 June 

All visited farmers presented their farms with enthusiasm. Despite difficulties (e.g. low producer 
prices in the recent years and low precipitation in 2017) farmers described agriculture as an 
attractive job. According to them, direct payments play an important role for income security, 
especially to cover at least the production costs in phases of low producer prices (e.g. milk price crisis 
in 2015/2016). Solely one farmer (but employed) was convinced of free markets and was against all 
kinds of subsidies. All farmers complained about the large and even increasing bureaucratic 
requirements. 

The delegation was very interested in the exact amounts of subsidies the farmers had received, their 
share of total farm income, and the bureaucratic efforts to receive subsidies. Also questions 
concerning several insurances occurred frequently. Farm profiles of the visited farms are shown in 
Annex 5. 

7.5.1. Kastanienhof (mixed production system) 

The delegation showed particular interest in the farm transfer mechanism to the next 
generation (no subsidies received for that), and prices for veterinary services. A 
particular interest was on the modern cowshed and the milking robot.

Mr. Otten is against all kind of subsidies, but also considered that this would result in a 
faster structural change of the farming sector in Europe. In particular, the delegation was 
interested in residue management. The farm plants without tillage, and straw and 
stubbles remain on the field to increase the soil organic matter. Due to less driving on 
the field and good timing of the measures, there are no problems with soil compaction. 

The farm uses chicken manure on some crop fields thus they saving mineral fertilizer. 
The nearby egg production plant provides the manure free of charge, as it needs the 
respective areas to get the permission for their poultry farming. It was underlined, that 
every livestock farm needs a certain area to distribute the accruing manure. 

7.5.3. Pehlingerhof (organic farming) 

Specific interests were about marketing of own produced meat and if a specific qualification is 
necessary for organic farming. Mr. Adam sells approx. 50% of his meat in his farm shop and 
restaurant, and 50% to butchers. At the moment, the market situation is difficult due to nutrition 
trends towards less meat consumption. Although support for income diversification (FID funds) 
would have been possible, Mr. Adam did not apply for it as he was too busy. 

7.5.4. Marienhof (organic farming) 

Mr. Zenner runs a highly diversified organic farm. Besides a long six-crops-rotation system on 235 ha 
of arable farm and grassland, he holds breeding piglets, 100 milking cows, does beef growing, runs a 
direct marketing shop with bakery and butchery and engages in community landscape maintenance. 
The crop yield levels are half the amount compared to conventional farming and lower nutrition 
densities of feed amount to a milking cow performance of 7.200 kg /year. The farm follows the EU 
minimum EU organic requirements and the higher requirements of Naturland. It receives an organic 
farming support payment of 178 EUR/ha on top of the DP scheme of 250 EUR/ha. Although Mr. 
Zenner can achieve higher market price for his organic products, he stressed the importance of these 
additional payments to stay in business. The certification fee per year is around 500-600 EUR. The 
delegation was impressed about the variety of tasks and the knowledge an organic farmer has to 
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acquire. Mr. Zenner stated that he would wish for the agricultural chamber of Saarland to offer more 
technical courses for organic farmers.  

7.6. Visits and meetings on Friday, 23 June 

7.6.1. DLG HQ round table discussion 

The round table started with a short welcome of the host, Mr. Schaffner (DLG) and Mr. Zhao. The

Mr. Schaffner (DLG) stated that DLG represents approx. 10% of German farmers (27,000 members).

DLG aims at farm optimization and 
provides services such as fares and technical training. DLG is also represented in Berlin to connect to 
political decision makers. DLG is a non-profit organization but includes some affiliated companies to 
finance DLG. There is also a DLG office in Beijing to implement exhibitions and a Sino-German trainee

Mr. Zhao asked how DLG evaluates the /!tΩǎ ŘŜǾŜƭƻǇƳŜƴǘ ŀƴŘ ƛǘǎ ŦǳǘǳǊŜΦ 

Mr. Schaffner: DLG is interested in continuous policies to ensure investment reliability. The 
integration of agricultural production to the market as well as the overall development of CAP is 
evaluated positively. An important issue is the increasing bureaucratic requirements, which are 
expected to further increase in the fields of environmental and animal welfare standards. Different 
programs and requirements on federal state level are disadvantageous. For the future, DLG expects 
reduced direct payments due to EU budget development (Brexit and new topics such as refugees, 
border control etc.) and also increasing environmental and animal welfare requirements. Dr. Guth 
added that minimum standards are defined at EU level, but member states can define higher 
standards. Based on an example of production shifts of veal fattening from Germany to the 
Netherlands, where animal welfare standards were lower in the 1980s, he also stressed the 
importance of equal standards at EU level.

main objectives is to develop and use synergies based on Chinese and German experiences. OAV is 
particularly interested in increased useful lifetime of agricultural machinery in China. At the moment, 
there are too many incentives to purchase new machinery so there is no reason for maintenance. 
Especially for complex modern agricultural technology, a certain level of political predictability is 
required as big investments, especially in the agricultural sector, need long-term perspective. 

Mr. Zhao: Do subsidies weaken the competitiveness of the agricultural sector? Who profits from 
Chinese subsidies for agricultural machinery? How should optimal subsidies be designed? 

Farmers should be economically independent to afford the necessary equipment by themselves. 
Subsidies are only one of several instruments of agricultural policies, besides setting production 
standards and regulations (alignment of standards) for instance. The purpose of each subsidy has to 
be considered individually to define, who will and is allowed to benefit.  
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In general, a mix of support is recommendable: Financing (e.g. credit access), insurances, agricultural 
extension, and subsidies are four important pillars of agricultural support. To promote mechanization, 
supporting of affordability (increase user range) should be preferred to pure purchase subsidies. 
Purchase or direct machinery subsidies often lead to rent seeking behavior and shorter useful 
lifetime of the supported investment. 

Mrs. Salamon, Thünen Institute (TI), works on model based policy impact assessment with market 
and regional models. A baseline scenario for the models is developed and adapted every two years. 
Analyzed scenarios include e.g. Brexit or several agricultural policies. The main objective is a 
scientifically based ex ante evaluation to support political decision makers. 

Mr. Zhao: Which consequences of Brexit do you assume, especially for Germany? Is the actual CAP 
sustainable? What would happen, if CAP was canceled? Some farmers disagreed on the importance 
of subsidies. Which opinion is correct? US support agricultural insurances, why does EU not do it and 
will it gain importance? 

Negotiations about Brexit have not started yet. One certain economic impact is the reallocation of 
companies but trade agreements etc. still have to be agreed on. It may be more difficult for the EU to 
export agricultural products to UK (which is a net food importer). If so, Ireland would be affected 
most. The new EU budget will be definitely affected. Germany may have to contribute more but at 
the same time the EU budget may be reduced as the UK is a net contributor. Also new topics will 
arise (terrorism, migration, and border control). Considering insurances, EU has a better established 
social system. The US prefers to support the individual decision of the farmers, whereas EU policies 
rather aim at the community. In Germany, insurances are partially relevant (e.g. in case of animal 
diseases or horticulture). 

The delegation showed particular interests in other support policy instruments apart from DP, 
especially insurances packages (risk management and mitigation, disaster insurance etc.). The 
national social pension scheme in Germany as well as the existence of the Landwirtschaftliche 
Rentenbank (with preferential interest rates) was mentioned in this sense.  

7.6.2. Raiffeisen Waren-Zentrale e.G. (RWZ) 

RWZ is a purchasing and marketing cooperative and operates in the central western part of Germany. 
Farmers and non-farmers can be clients, but only active farmers can become shareholders. 
Shareholders receive a dividend of 1-3% per annum and get one vote per share. There was a lively 
discussion about the legal form, the cooperative idea, and the service/benefits for shareholders. It

provide full service for farmers in purchase and marketing ς still persist. Also farmers have the 
possibility to sell or buy elsewhere, so the relation is less tight than in the past. Especially big

8. Review of study tour  

Aspects of logistics and general organisation  

Review part the Netherlands: A few remarks might be made. 

- The MoA delegation was a most pleasant group to show around. Well informed, very 
interested, keen on details, not hesitating to ask questions and last, but certainly not least, 
pleasant companions. 

- Special appreciation for the interpreter Ms. Liu Xiangzhou. Although most guests seemed to 
be able to understand English well, the interpretation was necessary and she did this difficult 
task quite competently.  
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- The choice of subjects in the given timeframe ς also taking into account the inclusion of the 
Sunday as arrival with its limited options ς was adequate. The focus was on practical matters, 
also bearing in mind that official discussions with authorities were already planned for 
adequately in Germany. 

- The logistics were rather in order. The planned timeframe was reasonably well adhered to.  

Considering the part of the tour in Germany, we share the very impression about the delegation and 
the translator. The same compliments account for the Chinese-German interpreter, Ms. Hoffmann-
Wu, who was very well prepared and highly qualified. Our impression was that we could address the 
requested topics quite well and helped to establish a better understanding of CAP.  

The group was very interested in the topics and very well prepared, shown by several detailed 
questions at every single program points. The excellent questions of the delegates were also 
explicitly mentioned by several experts and hosts during the study tour. The informative program 
and the preparation meetings in Beijing may have contributed to this. 

Time frame and program were quite ambitious but reasonable. Although there were few delays, we 
could roughly remain in the timeframe. Of course, the limited time only allowed a (still 
comprehensive) overview.  

The visited institutions, BMEL in Bonn (policy making level) and MoE, Saarbrücken (implementation 
level) were very well prepared and great hosts. Saarland State is characterized by short distances 
between authorities and also between farms, so we could make the best of the given short time. The

The cultural program seemed to be adequate considering the intensive program. It also added, by 
definition, cultural aspects to the tour and was an important team-building measure. Especially the 
wine testing at Weingut Fleischer was spectacular as Mr. Fleischer held a lively presentation on his 
wine production and speaks Mandarin fluently, which was a successful surprise for the delegation. 
Thus, his winery is strongly recommended for future visits of Chinese delegations. 

For future study tours, a longer time buffer, especially for meals and transfers should be planned, 
and the resting time of the driver has to be taken into consideration. 

9. Conclusions and recommendations  

Conclusions 

All three key activities of the APD could be successfully completed. High ranked referees and a large 
number of participants at the final workshop underlined the relevance of the APD. An article 
published recently in Farmers Daily further increased the public visibility of the APD.  

All presentations held at the final workshop on August 17, 2017 in Beijing confirmed the impressions 
gained during the preparation visit and the study tour that the current Chinese agricultural support 
policy aims at production support by direct subsidies for main staple crops and does provide 
incentives towards environmental standards. Actual policies were identified as quite costly with 
producer prices exceeding the world prices in 2014-16 by 13%.

recommended to increase sustainability by a) reducing the application of mineral fertilizer and 
agrochemicals, b) promoting nutrient cycling (e.g. by coupling pork and corn production), c) setting 
aside arable land in marginal areas, d) rotation of fallow land, e) water protection measures, and f) 
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reducing fishing activities.2 All presentation held at the final workshop agreed with this shift from 
production support towards more sustainable production.  

Recommendations  

In general, it has to be underlined that CAP measures cannot be implemented one-by-one in China. 
In addition, considerable measures have to be adapted to the overall political agenda. In accordance 
to Chinese experts presenting at the final workshop and the five recommendations defined in the 
MoA/FECC report on the study tour, which has been handed over to DCZ on August 25, 2017, the 
following recommendations should be accompanied by structural reforms, in particular reformation 
of land use rights and farm sizes, as well as professionalization of farmers, in particular in terms of 
good agricultural practice and farm management (Ḭ άǇǊƻŘǳŎǘƛƻƴ ǎǳōǎƛŘȅέΣ άƻǇŜǊŀǘƛƻƴ ǎǳōǎƛŘȅέΣ ŀƴŘ 
άǎƳŀƭƭ ŦŀǊƳŜǊǎ ǎǳōǎƛŘȅέύΦ3 The similarities of background and historical challenges between EU CAP 
and Chinese agricultural support policy (e.g. food security, regional diversity, policy development 
from market distorting production support towards income support and compliance with 
environmental standards) provides valuable experiences from which both sides may benefit from in 
the future. Based on the findings of the study tour and the final workshop, DCZ can suggest the 
consideration of the following political instruments: 

 
a) Reduction of price policies 

The overall budget of agricultural support policy and especially the expenses per policy instrument in 
PRC could not yet be fully revealed. HoweǾŜǊΣ h9/5 ǊŜǇƻǊǘŜŘ ƘƛƎƘ ŜŎƻƴƻƳƛŎ Ŏƻǎǘǎ ƻŦ /ƘƛƴŀΩǎ 
agricultural support policy (OECD: Agricultural Policy Monitoring and Evaluation 2017). It should be 
clarified whether an alignment and thus a reduction of single subsidies (e.g. for mechanization or 
inputs or price policies) could serve to finance direct payments as an alternative. 

Nevertheless, considering the overall EU budget for agricultural support policy it has to be mentioned, 
that direct payments are only one of many instruments. They should be supplemented with rural 
development (EAFRD, 2nd pillar) and infrastructure investments. 

 
b) Direct payments (Ḭ άōŀǎƛŎ ƛƴŎƻƳŜ ǎǳōǎƛŘȅέ шύΥ 

Compared to price policies (amber or blue box policies), decoupled direct payments comply with 
WTO regulations (green box). However, farm structure in China is small scale. If one considers 
payments based on geographical area the efforts for creating a land reference system would be 
tremendous. It was mentioned, that a land register exists in China. This could be the basic 
prerequisite for the implementation of direct payments. Still, effects on the lease market have to be

In the absence of a reliable social pension scheme, 
small scale farmers will not easily sell their property-right of land.  

 
c) Setting environmental standards (Ḭ άŜŎƻƭƻƎƛŎŀƭ ǇǊƻǘŜŎǘƛƻƴέ шύΥ 

Considering severe environmental problems of agricultural production in PRC, measures comparable 
to a cross compliance system seem highly recommendable. The separation of crop and livestock 
production, promotion of mineral fertilizer and agrochemicals, and widely spread specialization on 
single crops (monoculture) are main reasons for those problems. According to our knowledge, there 
are no efficient regulations/ implementation mechanism to protect water resources.

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In the Chinese small scale agriculture, a system as in the EU seems hardly realisable. Easily 
controllable monitoring mechanisms such as remote sensing might be a first step. It could be clarified, 
if the following suggestions for minimum requirements could be feasible: 

¶ crop rotation (e.g. with at least 2-3 different crops), 

¶ riparian strips to ensure minimum distances to water bodies, 

¶ prohibition of burning plant residues,  

¶ annulment of support for mineral fertilizer and agrochemicals (also for small farms),  

¶ promotion of manure use 

¶ annulation of subsidies for agricultural machinery as mainly medium sized and large farms 
benefit (see also CAAS study), 

¶ determination of a recommended farm size, at which environmental and animal welfare 
regulations appear viable. 

However, the following challenges of EU CAP, which could be identified in cooperation with the 
Chinese partners, have to be considered: 

¶ European agricultural production is characterized by larger farms and higher productivity as 
the small scale Chinese agricultural production. Farm size and operability have to be 
considered when implementing an income support system such as direct payments. 

¶ Direct payments and the related environmental requirements are connected with complex 
application and monitoring procedures. 

¶ Similar to EU CAP, exceptions for very small farms might be considered 

¶ Development and implementation of EU CAP took decades. Considering this historical 
background, reforms of Chinese agricultural support policy should be followed in the long-
term. 

¶ Due to its large population and limited arable land, China will adhere to the objective of food 
security. 

Specific areas of interest and potential follow up 

The delegation showed great interest in the future development of the EU and therewith CAP. The 
delegation was curious how Brexit and new arising topics such as refugees, border control, and 
terrorism may affect the CAP after 2020. These questions indicate the interest on consistent 
agricultural support policies in PRC. 

The delegation was also highly interested in details, how the overall implementation of CAP works.

Particular of interest were other instruments of support besides direct subsidies, such as agricultural 
insurances. Within this topic, also a comparison between agricultural policies in the EU and USA was 
mentioned. 

During the visit in August, the question about the future development of the numerous small farms 
in China was raised. We think that structural change in Chinese rural areas need to be accompanied 
by infrastructure development and education programs to enable the rural population to generate 
on- and off-farm income in the future (e.g. tourism, on-site value-adding facilities such as food 
processing, etc.).
